Purpose of the Uniform

Uniform Requirements
1. Items of clothing not listed in the uniform code may not be worn.
2. Any variation to the uniform for cultural or medical reasons requires prior written approval from Senior Leadership.
Personal Presentation
Jewellery and Accessories
· Students may wear ONE taonga of cultural, spiritual, or religious significance.
· Earrings: ONE pair of studs or small sleepers (maximum diameter of 10mm).
· Hoops, bars, chains, or dangling earrings are not permitted for health and safety reasons.
· Students may wear ONE bracelet and ONE ring (on a single finger).
· All jewellery must be removed when required for health and safety in curriculum activities.
Piercings
· A maximum of ONE facial piercing is permitted.
· Only studs or sleepers (maximum diameter of 10mm) are allowed.
Hair and Make-Up
· Hair must be of a natural colour.
· Minimal make-up is permitted (e.g., foundation and mascara) but must appear natural.
Tattoos
· Tattoos must not contain gang affiliations or offensive content.
Nail Care
· Nail extensions and nail polish are not permitted for health and safety reasons.
Facial Hair
· Students must be clean-shaven.
· Exceptions may be made for cultural reasons with written consent from a parent/guardian.
